
Ephesus was considered the third most significant city in the Roman 

Empire of Paul's day and the capital city of the entire eastern Roman 
Empire. Recognizing this, Paul dedicated over two years of his life to 

ministry in this city (Acts 19:10). The archaeological excavations here 

at Ephesus are perhaps the most incredible excavations in all of the 
Middle East. Among the many discoveries that archaeologists have 

made here in Ephesus is the unearthing of the 25,000-seat theatre 

where the riot happened that the Bible tells us about in Acts 19:29. 
After our awe-inspiring visit to ancient Ephesus, we return to the port 

area where you will have time for shopping.  

 
 

 

 
 

 

In the afternoon we go to the beautiful island of Patmos. It was here 

that the Apostle John was exiled (Rev 1:9) and that he received the 

Book of the Revelation directly from the Lord Jesus Himself (Rev 

1:19). We will go directly to the cave where the Apostle John received 
the Revelation and wrote it down. We will visit the church that stands 

on this site overlooking the beautiful Aegean Sea. We will then visit 

the monastery on the uppermost part of the island

of Crete See the harbour , one of the Wonders of the Ancient World 
and then we sail for the Isle of Santorini..

1. A four-day cruise in the beautiful Aegean Sea, with a stop at 

Patmos to see the place where the Apostle John was exiled for his 

faith and where the Lord gave him the Book of Revelation.

4. An unforgettable afternoon in the city of Ephesus, where we will 

walk on the very streets where Paul walked and go into the actual

5. A breathtaking visit to the hanging monasteries of Meteora 

Kalambaka.  
6. A chance to see the very jail cell in Philippi where Paul and Silas 

were freed by God's miraculous intervention (Acts 16:26) 

7. Visit The House of the Virgin Mary, a shrine located on Mt. 
Koressos ,Ephesus. It is believed by many Christians that Mary, the 

mother of Jesus, was taken to this stone house by Saint John and lived 

there until her Assumption into Heaven according to many Catholics 
or Dormition .  

 

We will cover most of the Book of Acts after Paul crossed into Europe 
in Acts 16. This tour is rich in biblical information and deep in 

spiritual challenge. It will forever change how you read the Book of 

Acts and Paul's New Testament letters.

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Sunday 
Today, we head for the ancient city of Philippi (Acts 16:12). This city 

was built by Philip of Macedon, the father of Alexander the Great, in 
358 BC. Here Paul preached his first sermon in Europe and here the 

first believers in Europe were baptized. We will visit Lydia's Spring, 

the place where Paul led Lydia to Christ, making her the first person 
in Europe to ever give her life to Christ. we will give a message at this 

beautiful and significant spot. Then we will visit the archaeological 

excavations of the Roman city of Philippi from Paul's time. We will 
see the remains of the Egnatian Way, the famous Roman road that 

connected Rome itself with Greece and the eastern provinces of the 

Roman Empire. The Apostle Paul walked on these very stones almost 
2000 years ago and we will have the chance to walk on them as well. 

We will also visit the actual jail where Paul and Silas were imprisoned 

(Acts 16:22ff). Time will be taken here at the ancient city of  Philippi 
for a devotional message. Then we move on to the port of Neapolis 

(Acts 16:11), the spot where Paul first set foot on European soil. 

Following lunch here at one of the charming outdoor cafes along the 
shores of the sparkling Aegean Sea, we will share a devotional that 

focuses on Paul's obedience to God in coming to Europe in Acts 16. 

After a full day of spiritual challenge, we return to the hotel in 
Thessalonica.  

Monday – After a hearty breakfast, we will drive from the ancient 

city of Thessalonica where we will share a devotional based on the 
events of Acts 17. We will see the triumphal arch of Galerius, built in 

303 A.D. After an exciting morning in Thessalonica, we will visit the 
ancient city of Berea (Acts 17:10ff). Here Paul found a community of 

Jewish people who were serious about Paul's message and who 

examined the Scriptures to see if it was true". While we are here, we 
will be able to stand on the very marble synagogue steps where Paul 

stood and preached. We will then board our bus for the trip to

Tuesday   

VISIT  METEORA  The Metéora (Greek: Μετέωρα, "suspended 
rocks", "suspended in the air" or "in the heavens above") of 

Kalambaka is one of the largest and most important complexes of 

Eastern Orthodox monasteries in the world. The monasteries are built 
on natural sandstone rock pillars, at the northwestern edge of the Plain 

of Thessaly near the Peneios river and Pindus Mountains, in central 

Greece. The Metéora is home to six monasteries and is included on 
the UNESCO World Heritage Lists  I, II, IV, V and VII. Although it is 

unknown when Metéora was established, as early as the 11th century 

AD hermit monks were believed to be living among the caves and 
cutouts in the rocks.[ By the late 11th or early 12th century a 

rudimentary monastic state had formed called the Skete of Stagoi and 

was centered around the church of Theotokos (mother of God), which 
still stands today. The hermit monks, seeking a retreat from the 

expanding Turkish occupation, found the inaccessible rock pillars of 

Meteora to be an ideal refuge. Although more than 20 monasteries 

were built, beginning in the 14th century, only six remain today. 

These six are: 'Great Meteoron (or Transfiguration), Varlaam, St. 

Stephen, Holy Trinity, St. Nicholas Anapausas and Rousanou. There 
is a common belief that St. Athanasios (founder of the first monastery) 

did not scale the rock, but was carried there by an eagle. 

We drive through the war  monument for the Greeks army  against the 
Persian Army 

The Battle of Thermopylae [thər móppəlee] (Greek: Θερμοπύλαι) 

took place over three days during the second Persian invasion of 

Greece. It took place simultaneously with the naval battle at 
Artemisium, in August or September 480 BC, at the pass of 

Thermopylae ('The Hot Gates'). It was fought between an alliance of 

Greek city-states, led by Sparta, and the Persian Empire of Xerxes I. 
The Persian invasion was a delayed response to the defeat of the first 

Persian invasion of Greece, which had been ended by the Athenian 

victory at the Battle of Marathon. Xerxes had amassed a huge army 
and navy, and set out to conquer all of Greece. The Athenian general 

Themistocles had proposed that the Allied Greeks block the advance 

of the Persian army at the pass of Thermopylae, and simultaneously 
block the Persian navy at the Straits of Artemisium.An Allied force of 

approximately 7,000 men thus marched north to block the pass in the 

summer of 480 BC. The Persian army, alleged by the ancient sources 
to have numbered in the millions, arrived at the pass in late August or 

early September. Vastly outnumbered, the Greeks held up the Persians 

for seven days in total (including three of battle), before the rear-guard 
was annihilated in one of history's most famous last stands. During 

two full days of battle, the small force led by King Leonidas I of 

Sparta. Dinner in our hotel in Athens.  
 

 

 
 

 
 

 

Wednesday 

After breakfast, we board our bus for the trip to the Parthenon. We 

will visit Mars Hill (the "Areopagus" of Acts 17:19) where Paul 

addressed the philosophers of ancient Athens. Time will be taken here 
for a devotional message. We will then visit the Parthenon: built in the 

5th century BC on the Athenian Acropolis. It is the most important 

surviving building of Classical Greece, generally considered to be the 
culmination of the development of the Doric order. Its decorative 

sculptures are considered one of the high points of Greek art. The 

Parthenon is regarded as an enduring symbol of ancient Greece and of 

Athenian democracy, and one of the world's greatest cultural 
monuments., After seeing this incredible sight considered by many to 

be the grandest architectural structure of the ancient world, we will 

have free time for walking and shopping at the ancient Greek market 
with its many colourful shops and bazzar atmosphere in the Plakka.   

Dinner in our hotel Athens 

 Thursday, 
After a great breakfast we head out to ancient Corinth. This city was a 

major commercial crossroads in the time of the Apostle Paul and a 

city in which Paul spent a year-and-a- half in ministry activity (Acts 
18:11). We will see the Corinthian canal, which connects the Aegean 

and Adriatic Seas. In the 19th century, this canal was dug through the 

four-mile isthmus where Corinth sits and the canal is still used by 
ships today.  Then visit the ancient city of Corinth and see the very 

road that Paul walked on almost 2000 years ago when he entered the 

city. We will stand on the Bemah platform where Paul's case was 

dismissed by Roman proconsul Gallio (Acts 18:12). Time will be  

taken here for a devotional message. Later return to Athens for dinner 

and overnight. 
 

 
Friday– After a great breakfast, we go to the port of Piraeus in Athens, 

where we will board our cruise ship. We sail and head south for our 

first stop at the beautiful Aegean island of Mykonos. Here we will 
have time to get off the ship, walk along the white narrow streets, 

have a coffie or ice-cream with the sunset, and explore this charming 

island. Don't forget yourself on shore – as we return to our ship for 
dinner and overnight as we sail to our next destination in Turkey. 

Saturday,– After breakfast, we begin a day full of exciting events.
